NOTE: First turn off electricity.

Wall mounting

1.Remove mounting plate from fixture.

2.Knockout in back of mounting plate and push
wires through the hole.

3.Securely attach mounting plate to J-box.

4.ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS
Make the proper supply wire connections.

If using 120VAC, connect the black and White
wires to the building utility.

If using 347VAC, connect the Red and White
wires to the building utility.

5. Connect the battery to connector on the PCBA.

6. Snap fixture onto mounting plate and ensure no
wires are pinched. Make sure unit is fully attached.

7. Restore power and press test button. Battery
powered LED will come on, AC light will turn off.
Ceiling Mounting

1. Open top cover and knockout on the top of
fixture.

2. Secure the mounting plate to tube with nut.

3. Reference 4 — 7 step in wall mounting above for
ceiling mounting.
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
